Supported functionalities include:

· CPM Session signalling

· CPM Message transfer

The protocol used for the CPM-IW1 interface are SIP and SDP [RFC4566]. It is used for CPM Session signalling and for discrete Pager Mode CPM Message transfer. SDP is used to describe the set of media streams, codecs, and other media related parameters supported during CPM Session set up.
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
