5.2 CPM Conversation 
CPM Conversation consists of CPM Messages and/or CPM Sessions. CPM Messages can be categorized (on the basis of size) as Pager Mode and Large Message Mode. CPM Messages can be exchanged stand-alone as well as part of CPM Session. CPM Session includes continuous media and/or CPM Message.
5.2.1 CPM Conversation Concept

CPM Address may be the only common characteristic which can uniquely identify the CPM Conversation in the CPM System. In order to provide the seamless user experience, there should be only one CPM Conversation per CPM User. The CPM Messages and/or CPM Sessions can be associated to a particular CPM Conversation using CPM Conversation Identifier.
For 1-1 CPM Conversation, the CPM Conversation Identifier can be constructed by the CPM Address of the CPM User. CPM Conversation Identifier can be included in CPM Messages and CPM Sessions related to a particular CPM Conversation.

For 1-N CPM Conversation, the CPM Conversation Identifier can be constructed by the CPM Address of the CPM User and the Conference URI. CPM Conversation Identifier can be included in CPM Messages and CPM Sessions related to a particular 1-N CPM Conversation. 

In case of multiple devices participating in the CPM Conversation simultaneously, if multiple devices have the same CPM Address, the conversation along multiple devices can be considered as CPM Conversation from one device and the CPM Conversation can be organized according to the 1-1 principle. If the multiple devices have different CPM Addresses, the CPM Conversation can be organized according to 1-N principle.
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
