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1 Reason for Change

During the discussion of CR 2008-362, Ericsson took an action to remove “user preferences” from requirement IWF-008.
The requirement describes actions to be taken by the CPM system based on the functionalities supported in that system and not on individual user preferences. Users are normally not aware of interworking in the system.
It is proposed to remove “user preferences” from this requirement.
