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1 Reason for Change

During the analysis of the user preferences related requirements for transfer to PAG, there was a discussion regarding MED-003. Requirement MED-003 describes the session invitation process when the session initiator offers some media types to start a session. The session invitation is a dynamic action taken by the CPM user and does not rely on any stored static user preferences
It is proposed to remove “user preferences” from this requirement to avoid confusion.
