During the discussion on OMA-MWG-CPM-2008-0354 to close Comment A0905, the CPM group agreed to close the comment without any changes. The same argument applies to Comment A0900 in this CR as CPM-IW1 does not deal with the routing or transferring of continuous media! Furthermore, RTP is used for continuous Media transport and RTCP supports the exchange of information needed to control RTP sessions. Neither CPM-IW1 nor CPM-IW2 support functionalities for Continuous Media transfer. Both support session signalling and message transfer to allow other entities such as the Inter-working Selection Function to perform inter-working functionality of CPM Messages, continuous Media, and CPM Sessions and their routing towards Non-CPM Communication Services. 
R&A Comments:

Nortel (Pierre): It may be better to include in the ADRR the reason for non-change mentioned in section "6. Detailed Change Proposal" of this CR (or a summary of it) for a better understanding of why the ADRR comment is proposed to be closed without action.

RIM (Andrew): Agree with Pierre that the ADRR should explain the reason why no change is needed. The original comment indicates that the open ended arrow for CPM-UUI could do with more clarification in the AD
R01 Additional Clarifications

IW1 is in charge of routing CPM Messages and control signalling for routing continuous Media, and CPM Sessions towards an Interworking Function that takes care of the interworking towards Non-CPM Communication Services.

IW2 is in charge of performing interworking functionality of CPM Messages and session signalling for continuous Media, and CPM Sessions towards Non-CPM Communication Services. Therefore, no media ever go IW1 and IW2, hence no need for the use of RTP/RTCP in these interfaces.
