It needs to be noted that the purpose of the AD document is to describe the components of the enabler and to depict the interactions between these components and the interactions between these components and the external components. It is not the purpose to fully depict how the physical data paths are through the network. This is more the purpose of the System Description.
It is Acision’s opinion that the current AD is clear enough which interfaces will travel through the SIP/IP Core, as for each of these interfaces it is indicated that SIP is used as the protocol for these interfaces.

Also, it needs to be noted that the current AD figure is the result of a group consensus on the changing the protocol-specific and network-path oriented reference points in to logical interfaces by agreeing to change requests doing that in the Heidelberg interim meeting in September 2007 (OMA-MWG-CPM-2007-120R01) and the Seoul interim meeting in November 2007 (OMA-MWG-CPM-2007-0220R01). At both these meetings the commenting companies were present and did not raise objections to the agreement of the mentioned change requests. Acision believes that it is not appropriate to revert back to the first architecture figure, and thus revert the agreements reached on the mentioned change requests.

Therefore it is proposed that ADRR comments A0391, A0477 and A0892 are closed without action.
