It needs to be noted that indeed the functionality that the client needs from the interface is much more extensive than the functionality that the server needs from the interface. However, the functionality that the server needs is a subset of the functionality that the client needs. Therefore it seems appropriate to have only one interface exposed by the Message and Media Storage Server, that is used by both the client and the server (where each uses the functionality they need), instead of exposing two interfaces, which have overlapping functionality.
Also, it needs to be noted that the CPM AD used to have two interfaces in the past, and this was changed at the Paris 2008 meeting by group consensus to agree change request OMA-MWG-CPM-2008-0184R01 (and the submitter of these comments was present in the room at the time of agreement).

Therefore it is proposed to close these ADRR comments without action.
