The use of both whitelist and blacklist is needed.

The CPM user may have a whitelist which allows access only to principals on the whitelist. This is useful in situations where access is restricted to a small number of principals.

Alternatively, the CPM user may have a blacklist that allows access to all principals except those on the blacklist. This is useful in situations where access is open to everyone except specific principals who are on the blacklist.

So it is useful to allow both blacklists and whitelists for those two scenarios to make it easier for principals to define their access preferences.
