Change 2:  Add text to section 5.2.3.3
5.2.3.3 CPM Ad-hoc and Pre-defined Groups
A CPM Ad-Hoc Group is a list of addresses created dynamically by the CPM User. It is not stored permanently on the CPM Client nor on the CPM Conversation Server.  
The CPM User can either enter manually or select from his address book the addresses of the members of the CPM Ad-hoc group. For CPM Messages and CPM Session Invitations, the list of addresses constituting the Ad-Hoc Group is inserted in a specific MIME type in the body of the CPM Message or the CPM Invitation message. 

When the CPM Controlling Function receives in a CPM Message or CPM Session Invitation message a list of addresses, it uses the list to send a copy of the original CPM Message or Session Invitation to each member of the list.

A CPM Pre-defined Group is a group with semi-permanent membership created by the owner of the group. The owner can add/delete members to/from the group. Policies are attached to the Pre-defined Group to regulate the allowed services and other membership rules for the Pre-defined Group. Pre-defined Groups are stored as defined in the Shared Group XDM specification [Shared-Group].

When the CPM Controlling Function receives a CPM Message or CPM Session Invitation directed to a Pre-defined Group, it SHALL fetch the Pre-defined Group members as well as the policies from the Shared Group XDM. It SHALL use the list of members in the Pre-defined Group to send a copy of the CPM Message or a Session Invitation to each member of the group. The CPM Controlling Function SHALL use the Pre-defined Group information to determine whether to allow the request or not based on the policies stored as part of the Pre-defined Group definition such as whether the service requested is allowed for the group, whether the requesting CPM user is allowed to initiate the service, etc…
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
