6 Detailed Change Proposal

Change 1:  Add text to section 5.2.3.7
5.2.3.7 Anonymous Participation and Pseudonyms          

When a CPM User wants to initiate a CPM 1-1 Session anonymously, the CPM Client SHALL send a CPM Session Invitation request to another CPM User, through the CPM Participating Function and the SIP/IP core with the displayed identity of the sender changed to an anonymous identity and the CPM Client SHALL include in the request data requesting that the CPM system apply privacy mechanisms to prevent his true identity from being divulged. The true identity of the CPM User is however known to the CPM system.

Each of the CPM Participating Functions involved in the CPM 1-1 Session SHALL consult operator policies to determine whether the request for anonymity should be granted or not. Operator policy may disallow anonymity. It is the responsibility of the terminating SIP/IP Core to ensure the sender’s identity is not divulged to the recipient.
When a CPM User wants to participate anonymously in a CPM Group Session or initiate a CPM Group Session anonymously, the CPM Client SHALL send a CPM Session joining or Invitation request to the CPM Controlling Function, through the CPM Participating Function and the SIP/IP core with the displayed identity of the sender changed to an anonymous identity and the CPM Client SHALL include in the request data requesting that the CPM system apply privacy mechanisms to prevent his true identity from being divulged. The true identity of the CPM User is however known to the CPM system.

As with CPM 1-1 Sessions, each of the CPM Participating Functions SHALL consult operator policies to determine whether the request for anonymity should be granted or not. Operator policy may disallow anonymity. 
The CPM Controlling Function SHALL consult operator policies as well as Pre-defined Group policies to determine whether the request for anonymity should be granted or not. Operator policy may disallow anonymity.  The Pre-defined Group policies may specify if anonymity is allowed or not for members of the group.
If anonymity is allowed by CPM Pre-defined Group policy, the CPM Controlling Function SHALL either allow the anonymous displayed identity of the requesting CPM User to be sent to other participants in the session, or may assign a Pseudonym to the requesting CPM User.  The CPM Controlling Function MAY assign unique pseudonyms to different participants in the case where more than one participant is attempting to use the same pseudonym as another user in the session. It is the responsibility of the terminating SIP/IP Core to ensure the sender’s identity is not divulged to the recipient.
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
