6 Detailed Change Proposal

Change 1:  Changes to 5.2.2.3.2

Read Report
5.2.2.3.2 Read Report

A read report indicates whether the CPM Message was read or the contents were otherwise rendered by the intended recipient. When the receiving CPM client receives a CPM Message containing a read report request and the contents enclosed in its body was displayed or otherwise rendered to the recipient, the CPM client SHALL if authorized by the recipient generate a read report and send it to the originating CPM client.

Editor’s note: It is FFS to determine when a message is considered to have been read.

Editor’s note: It is FFS whether the authorization of read report is realized by the recipient’s user preferences.

When a CPM Client sends multiple contents in a CPM Message, the CPM Client is allowed to request a read report on a per-contents basis. In this case, the originating CPM Client SHALL indicate in the CPM Message which contents are the target of the read report request.
When the contents indicated by the read report request are displayed or otherwise rendered to the recipient, the terminating CPM Client SHALL if authorized by the recipient CPM Users, generate a read report and send it to the originating CPM Client.
Change 2:  New Message Flows
C.3.1.4.x Requesting a read report
This subsection describes the message flows where a CPM Client sends a Pager Mode CPM Message with multimedia contents (content 1, content 2 and content 3) included and requests a read report for content 2 and content 3, respectively.
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Figure xy: Requesting a read report
1. A CPM Client A sends a CPM Message with read report request to SIP/IP Core A. The CPM Client A specifies in the CPM Message that the read report is requested for content 2 and content 3.
2. The SIP/IP Core A routes the CPM Message to a CPM Conversation Server A (Participating Function) serving the CPM Client A.

3. The CPM Conversation Server A (Participating Function) performs originating CPM services and then routes the CPM Message to the SIP/IP Core A.

4. The SIP/IP Core A routes the CPM Message to SIP/IP Core B in the CPM Client B Home Network.
5. The SIP/IP Core B routes the CPM Message to a CPM Conversation Server B (Participating Function).

6. The CPM Conversation Server B (Participating Function) performs terminating CPM services and then routes the CPM Message to the SIP/IP Core B.

7. The SIP/IP Core B routes the CPM Message to a CPM Client B

8-14. The CPM Client B returns an OK response to the CPM Message with read report request. The response is forwarded to the CPM Client A along the same signalling path as the corresponding CPM Message.
15-21. After detecting the content 2 has been read by the recipient, the CPM Client B sends a read report for the content 2 towards the CPM Client A. The read report is forwarded to the CPM Client A along the same signalling path as the corresponding CPM Message.

22-28. The CPM Client A returns an OK response to the read report. The response is forwarded to the CPM Client B along the same signalling path as the corresponding read report.
29-35. After detecting the content 3 has been read by the recipient, the CPM Client B sends a read report for the content 3 towards the CPM Client A. The read report is forwarded to the CPM Client A along the same signalling path as the corresponding CPM Message.
36-42. The CPM Client A returns an OK response to the read report. The response is forwarded to the CPM Client B along the same signalling path as the corresponding read report.
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
