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1 Reason for Change

The current SD does not contain a description of the process to transform a CPM 1-1 Session into a CPM 1-N Session. This process needs to be documented to allow users to extend a CPM Session they may have with one other principal to include other principals.
This change request adds the normative text for this to the SD.

Note 1: A companion change request, adding an informative flow of the process to Appendix C, is submitted as document OMA-MWG-CPM-2008-0695.

Note 2: This document is the successor of document OMA-MWG-CPM-2008-0629. Due to the extensive changes required to that document is has been decided by the submitter that a new contribution was more appropriate than a revision of OMA-MWG-CPM-2008-0629.

6 Detailed Change Proposal

Change 1:  Add new section (as section 5.2.3.3) to SD.
5.2.3.3 Extending a CPM 1-1 Session to a CPM 1-N Session
In order to extend an existing CPM 1-1 Session to a CPM 1-N Session (e.g. to add participants to the CPM 1-1 Session), the extending CPM Client initiates the creation of a CPM 1-N Session without any other participants besides himself. In order to establish the CPM 1-N Session, the inviting CPM Client SHALL send a CPM Session Invitation to the SIP/IP Core serving the inviting CPM Client. The CPM Client SHALL indicate the CPM enabler usage in the CPM Session Invitation. 

NOTE:
The CPM enabler usage indication is used by the SIP/IP Core to route the CPM Session Invitation to the CPM Conversation Server.

The CPM Participating Function SHALL treat the CPM Session Invitation as described in section 5.2.3.2.1.1.
The CPM Controlling Function SHALL treat the CPM Session Invitation as described in section 5.2.3.2.1.2, with the exception of inviting the Participants, as the extending CPM Client did not indicate any other Participants besides himself in the CPM Session Invitation.
Upon receiving the CPM Session Identity for the CPM 1-N Session from the CPM Controlling Function, the extending CPM Client SHALL send a CPM Session transfer request towards the peer CPM Client of the CPM 1-1 Session, using the same signalling path as used during the set-up of the CPM 1-1 Session. Within the CPM Session transfer request the CPM Session Identity of the CPM 1-N is indicated as the endpoint to transfer the CPM Session to.
The CPM Participating Function SHALL:

· determine whether or not to continue the CPM Session transfer
· route the CPM Session transfer request along the indicated signalling path.
The peer CPM Client SHALL, upon receiving the CPM Session transfer request, send a CPM Session Invitation towards the CPM Session Identity indicated in the CPM Session transfer request.
Upon successful set up of the CPM Session towards the CPM Session Identity, the peer CPM Client SHALL send a CPM Session transfer notification towards the extending CPM Client, indicating the successful transfer of the CPM Session. This CPM Session transfer notification follows the reverse signalling path of the CPM Session transfer request. The peer CPM Client SHALL also stop sending Media on the CPM 1-1 Session, and start sending Media on the newly set-up CPM Session.

Upon receiving the CPM Session transfer notification, the extending CPM Client SHALL stop sending Media on the CPM 1-1 Session, and start sending Media on the newly created CPM 1-N Session.
The extending CPM Client then SHALL invite the new Participants to be added to the CPM 1-N Session in accordance with the procedures described in section 5.2.3.2.3.
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
