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1 Reason for Change

The current System Description only contains normative text and flows for CPM 1-1 Session initiation, and not for other operations on the CPM Session.

This change request adds the flow to the SD for closing a CPM 1-1 Session.

Note: This change request is a companion to document OMA-MWG-CPM-2008-0696, which adds normative text for the same feature.

6 Detailed Change Proposal

Change 1:  Add new section (C.2.3.1) to section C.2.3
C.2.3.1 CPM User Closing a CPM One to one Session
This subchapter describes the case where a user closes a CPM Session that he has with a peer user.
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Figure 4: Closing a One to one CPM Session

1. CPM Client A sends a CPM Session leaving request to CPM Client B. 

2. SIP/IP Core A routes the CPM Session leaving request to CPM Participating Function A triggered on the CPM Service indication and the CPM Address.

3. CPM Participating Function A executes the necessary originating service control and then sends the CPM Session leaving request to SIP/IP Core A.

4. SIP/IP Core A routes the request to SIP/IP Core of user B’s network.

5. SIP/IP Core B routes the request to CPM Participating Function B triggered on the CPM enabler service indication and the CPM Address.

6. CPM Participating Function B executes the necessary terminating service control and then sends the CPM Session leaving request to SIP/IP Core B.
7. SIP/IP Core B sends the CPM Session leaving request to CPM Client B.

8. CPM Client B accepts the CPM Session leaving request with an OK response to SIP/IP core B.

9-14. The response is conveyed back to CPM Client A using the reverse routing of the CPM Session leaving request.
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
