C.2.4.1 Modifying Media Stream in a CPM 1-1 Session

The CPM Participating Functions A and B decide not to stay in the Media path

1-2. CPM Client A sends a CPM Session modification request according to the signalling path used at the CPM Session establishment. The CPM Session modification request contains the currently used Media Streams and additional Media Streams.

3-5. CPM Participating Function A checks the CPM Session modification request against service provider policies (e.g. authorization of the additional Media Streams not already present) and if successfully authorized it forwards the CPM Session modification request according to the signalling path used at the CPM Session establishment.

6-7. CPM Participating Function B checks the CPM Session modification request against service provider policies (e.g. authorization of the additional Media Streams not already present) and if successfully authorized it forwards the CPM Session modification request according to the signalling path used at the CPM Session establishment.
8-14. The OK response is routed towards CPM Client A.

15. CPM Client A and CPM Client B exchange the Media within the newly negotiated Media Streams.
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
