6 Detailed Change Proposal

Change 1:  Creating a new section
5.3.3 CPM Session Interworking
This subsection describes CPM Session interworking functionality in the CPM network performing interworking.

CPM Session interworking functionality is basically not different from the CPM Message interworking functionality excepting functionality able to interwork in parallel and in a non-overlapping manner with multiple Non-CPM Communication Services according to the Media Streams offered in the CPM Session Invitation and the Media supporting capabilities of the Non-CPM Communication Services.
The CPM Participating Function performs interworking decision for the CPM Session Invitation in the same way for a CPM Message.
The Interworking Selection Function performs interworking selection for the CPM Session Invitation in the same way for a CPM Message.
When receiving a CPM Session Invitation, the Interworking Function 

SHALL convert the CPM Session Invitation to a non-CPM session invitation, if the corresponding Non-CPM Communication Service is deployed on SIP/IP Core; otherwise, 
SHALL either convert the CPM Session Invitation to a non-CPM invitation message routable in the Non-CPM Communication Service or reject the CPM Session Invitation.
During the converting procedures, the Interworking Function SHALL exclude from the non-CPM session invitation or non-CPM invitation message Media Streams unsupported by itself or the corresponding Non-CPM Communication Service among those Media Streams offered in the received CPM Session Invitation.

When responding to the CPM Session Invitation, the Interworking Function SHALL convert a non-CPM session invitation response or a non-CPM session invitation message response to a CPM Session Invitation response.
During the converting procedures, the Interworking Function SHALL include in the Non-CPM Session Invitation response indications to distinguish accepted Media Streams, user-rejected Media Streams, if any, and Interworking Function-rejected Media Streams, if any along with all the Media Streams offered in the CPM Session Invitation.
NOTE: 
The indications to Interworking Function-rejected Media Streams in the CPM Session Invitation response are  used as criteria for CPM Participating to determine whether to attempt re-interworking or not.
NOTE: 
For the user-rejected Media Streams, CPM Session re-interworking will never attempted. 
When receiving the CPM Session Invitation response, the CPM Participating Function
· SHALL attempt CPM Session re-interworking for only Interworking Function-rejected Media Streams, if any in the CPM Session Invitation response; otherwise, 
SHALL generate a CPM Session Invitation response reflecting the final result of the CPM Session Invitation and forwards the response towards the CPM originator
If the CPM Participating Function attempts re-interworking, the CPM Participating Function SHALL generate a new CPM Session Invitation offering the Interworking-Function rejected Media Streams and then sends the CPM Session Invitation to the Interworking Function.
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
