In Brno, upon discussion on CR_0721-INP, four synchronization use cases were identified:

1. Synchronization between Content Storage Client and Content Storage Server

1.2 Initiated by Content Storage Server

2. Synchronization between Message Storage Client and Message Storage Server

2.1 Initiated by Message Storage Client

2.2 Initiated by Message Storage Server

6 Detailed Change Proposal

Change 1:  Add a new section for synchronization
5.6    CPM Message Storage
5.6.x Content Synchronization Operation
This subchapter describes the synchronization of content between Message Storage Client and Message Storage Server. 
Synchronization SHALL be performed on the following types of elements:

· Folders

· CPM Conversation Histories

· CPM Session Histories

· CPM Messages
· CPM Messages-states (e.g. “read-indications”, “reply-indications”, etc)
Both Message Storage Client and Message Storage Server MAY initiate synchronization.
5.6.x.1 Synchronization initiated by Message Storage Client
The Message Storage Client MAY initiate synchronization in the following cases:

· periodically, upon expiration of a timer; or,
· upon explicit request from the CPM User.
In order to initiate synchronization, the Message Storage Client SHALL send a synchronization request to the Message Storage Server.
When receiving the synchronization request, the Message Storage Server SHALL authorize the request and if authorized, the Message Storage Server SHALL respond with OK response and begin the synchronization.
5.6.x.2 Synchronization initiated by Message Storage Server
The Message Storage Server MAY initiate synchronization with a Message Storage Client whenever some operation is performed on content that, according to user preferences and service provider policies, needs to be kept synchronized,.

When the CPM User has multiple devices, the content that needs to be kept synchronized is specified, for each CPM Client, by user preferences and service provider policies, and synchronization is performed independently for each CPM Client.
The operations performed on the Message Storage Server that triggers synchronization SHALL be one the followings:

· creation of a folder, a CPM Conversation History, a CPM Session History or a CPM Message; or,
· modification of a folder, a CPM Conversation History, a CPM Session History, a CPM Message or a CPM Message state; or,
· deletion of a folder, a CPM Conversation History, a CPM Session History, or a CPM Message.
Those operations MAY be performed by :
· a Message Storage Client; or,

· the CPM Participating Function.
Note: several operations may be performed on the Message Storage Server within a short period of time. Therefore, one synchronization procedure MAY aggregate several changes.

In order to initiate synchronization, the Message Storage Server SHALL send a synchronization request 
When receiving the synchronization request, the Message Storage Client, if available, MAY begin synchronization. 
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
