· Accept a CPM Session Invitation on behalf of a non-CPM User
· Reject the CPM Session Invitation
· Convert a CPM Session Invitation towards an inviting message, and accept a response from the non-CPM User to the inviting message

From the requirement, the CPM enabler should provide the mechanism to support the CPM Group Session interworking. This contribution adds the CPM Group Session interworking flow in SD document.

C 4.3  CPM Group Session interworking
This subchapter describes the CPM Group Session where one of the participants is a none-CPM User.
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Figure 31: CPM Group Session Interworking
NOTE: This figure combines the PF and CF into one CPM Conversation Server to simplify the procedure.
1. CPM Client A sends a CPM Session Invitation request to a CPM Pre-defined Group.

2. SIP/IP Core A routes the CPM Session Invitation request to CPM Participating Function triggered on the CPM Service indication and the CPM Address. 
3. CPM Controlling Function sends the CPM Session Invitation to CPM Client B following the procedure in C.2.1.2.3.

4: CPM Controlling Function decides whether Group session interworking is required
5. CPM Controlling Function sends the CPM Session Invitation to SIP/IP Core A.
6. SIP/IP Core A routes the CPM Session Invitation to Interworking Selection Function A.
7. Interworking Selection Function A selects the most appropriate Interworking Function for handling the CPM Message
8. Interworking Selection Function A routes the CPM Session Invitation to SIP/IP Core A
9. SIP/IP Core A routes the CPM Session Invitation to the selected Interworking Function A.

10. Interworking Function A converts the CPM Session Invitation into a non-CPM Session Invitation routable in the Non-CPM System C.

11. Non-CPM system C receives the Session Invitation. 
12-15 CPM Client B sends OK response for the CPM Session Invitation request along the signalling connection path
16 Non-CPM system C sends the acknowledge response to Interworking Function A
17 The Interworking Function A maps the message to a CPM Message as the OK response 
18-23 The Interworking Function A routes OK response for the CPM Session Invitation request along the signalling connection path
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
