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1 Reason for Change

In the CPM Group meeting in Cancun, the group agreed to CR # 800R01 to replace “CPM enabler usage indication” by “CPM Feature Tag.” Due to the use of the “Enabler Usage Indication” term in several places in the SD document and in a couple other variations such as “CPM service indication” and “CPM Enabler service indication”, this author was assigned the task of making global replacement of all these terms by the newly agreed “CPM Feature Tag.” This CR provides all these changes in companion SD document as well as adding a definition for the CPM Feature Tag.

Editor’s Note: The usage of a CPM enabler usage indication for SIP/IP Core routing purposes is FFS.

This CR addresses the need for a “CPM enabler usage indication” and the removal of the Editor’s Note.
