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1 Reason for Change

The editor’s note related to interworking for a non-CPM user with a valid SIP address is still not resolved.
This CR proposes to add text for this section and to remove the editor’s note.

Discussion:

If the invited user has a valid SIP address, then the originating participating function cannot determine that the invited user is not a CPM user, therefore interworking decision cannot be taken at the originating network but only at the terminating network.

 When the terminating network receives a session invitation or a message with the CPM feature tag destined to a user that does not have a CPM subscription, it determines how to handle the message or session invitation based on the user’s provisioned data.

Change 1:  Modify section 5.3.1.1.2  as follows 
5.3.1.1.2 Non-CPM User with a Valid SIP Address

When the terminating network receives a CPM message or a CPM session invitation targeted to a non-CPM subscriber, it will determine handling of the CPM message or CPM Session invitation based on the user’s provisioned service profile.

The terminating network may deliver the CPM message or CPM Session invitation to another application server or directly to the user or it may return an error message.
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
