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1 Reason for Change

The SD defines parameters: 

· CPM Conversation Identity
· CPM Contribution Identity
This CR proposes to add information about those parameters needed for presenting a threaded view of conversations.

CPM Conversation Identity is a new parameter that contains a globally unique number generated by the CPM Client. This parameter is carried in a message/cpim header in a MESSAGE request and in a message/cpim body part defined by this CR in the SIP INVITE request.

The advantage of this proposal is that it does not require standardization by the IETF.

CPM Contribution Identity: for this parameter the existing message/cpim header “Message-Id” can be used. It is a globally unique number generated by the client and sent in each MESSAGE request and in the newly created message/cpim body in a SIP INVITE request.

Change 2:  Add the following to new Section 5.3
5.3 Conversation Identification

Two new parameters are defined to support the concept of CPM Conversation and a CPM Conversation thread.

· Conversation Identity: this is a new header in a Message/CPIM body.  For detailed specifications of this parameter, see Appendix C

· Contribution Identity: The Contribution Identity is a globally unique identifier that allows the threading of individual messages in a CPM Conversation. The header Message-ID defined in [RFC5438] is sufficient for the purpose of this parameter. 

Both parameters are carried in the Message/CPIM body of a CPM Message and in a body of type Message/CPIM in a CPM SIP INVITE request.

Appendix C: Conversation Identity definition
C.1 Conversation Identity 
 C1.1 New CPIM Header Fields

This appendix extends the CPIM data format specified in RFC 3862 [RFC3862].  A new namespace is created as well as a new CPIM header field.

C.1.2   CPIM Header Field Namespace

Using the framework for header extensibility defined in CPIM [RFC3862], this specification defines a new namespace for the CPIM extension header fields defined in the following sections.

 The namespace is:

   urn:oma:params:cpm
The new header field defined in the following section is prepended, in CPIM messages, by a prefix assigned to the URN through the NS header field of the CPIM message.

The following prefix of ‘cpm’ is assumed to be used in an NS header field such as this one:

   NS: cpm <urn:oma:params:cpm>.
Example:

NS: cpm <urn:oma:params:cpm>
cpm.conversation-id: 43mn524k

C.1.3 Conversation Identity 

 The CPM Client SHALL generate and include the Conversation Identity header field when the CPM user starts a new CPM conversation, or sends a CPM Message not related to an existing CPM Conversation. 
The syntax for the Conversatio Identity header is:

Conversation-id = "conversation-id" ": " Token
Token is defined in [RFC3261].
If the CPM Client is already engaged in a CPM Conversation, it SHALL always include the Conversation Identity identifying that CPM Conversation in each CPM Session Initiation request related to an existing CPM Conversation. 
The Conversation Identity is a globally unique number generated by the CPM Client. It is recommended that the Conversation Identity be generated in the same manner as the Message-Id defined in [RFC5438].
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
