5.2.1.3  Delivery Notification and Read Report Handling

5.2.1.3.1 CPM User sends a Pager Mode Message to a Non-CPM user

When the CPM Client sends a Pager Mode CPM Message to a Non-CPM user, the CPM Client:
1: MAY include the request of the delivery notification and/or read report as defined in [IMDN] in the CPM Message upon the CPM User’s request.
When the Interworking Function Converts the Pager Mode Message with IMDN request, the Interworking Function:

1: SHALL convert the IMDN request to delivery notification and/or read report as defined in the Non-CPM Service if the Non-CPM Service support delivery notification and/or read report request.

Editor's note: It is FFS how the Interworking Function does when Non-CPM Service does not support delivery notification and/or read report request.
When the Interworking Function receives the Non-CPM delivery notification and/or read report, the Interworking Function:

1:SHALL convert the Non-CPM delivery notification and/or read report to CPM delivery notification and/or read report as the rule defined in [IMDN]
5.2.1.3.2 Non-CPM user sends Non-CPM Message to a CPM User
When the Non-CPM Client sends a Non-CPM Message to a CPM user, the Non-CPM Client:
1: MAY include the request of the delivery notification and/or read report as the rule of the Non-CPM Message upon the Non-CPM User’s request.
When the Interworking Function receives the Non-CPM Message with delivery notification and/or read report request, the Interworking Function:

1: SHALL convert the Non-CPM Message with delivery notification and/or read report request to CPM Message with delivery notification and/or read report as the rule defined in [IMDN]
2: SHALL include the non-CPM User address with the Non-CPM Communication Service Identifier in the CPM Message
When CPM Client receives the message with IMDN request, the CPM Client:

1: SHALL generate the delivery notification and/or read report as the rule defined in [IMDN]
2: SHALL include the target non-CPM User address with the Non-CPM Communication Service Identifier in the delivery notification and/or read report
When the Interworking Selection Function receives the CPM delivery notification and/or read report, the Interworking Selection Function:

1: SHALL select the Interworking Function corresponding to the Non-CPM Communication Service Identifier in the CPM delivery notification and/or read report.

When the Interworking Function receives the CPM delivery notification and/or read report, the Interworking Function:
1: SHALL convert the CPM delivery notification and/or read report to Non-CPM delivery notification and/or read report as defined in the Non-CPM Service.
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
