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1 Reason for Change

The following editor’s note is still present in the section about disposition notifications (section 5.2.2.3):
Editor’s note: It is FFS how to satisfy the following requirement: “In a case that a recipient has multiple devices and the CPM Message containing disposition notifications are delivered to at least two devices of the recipient, the originating user SHALL receive exactly one disposition notification per the type of disposition notification request contained in the CPM Message if allowed by the recipient’s user preference and service provider policy. [For the sake of a single disposition notification per a request, a CPM Participating Function handling the recipient’s multiple devices MAY perform filtering or combining multiple disposition notifications from each device based on service provider policy.]”

In the opinion of the author of this contribution there is only one way to handle this for both delivery notifications and read reports, and that is by mandating the terminating CPM Participating Function to filter “duplicate” disposition notifications to prevent multiple disposition notifications of a certain type to be sent towards the sending party. Note that this solution is also described in the already agreed flows in section C.3.1.5.4 of the SD.
Note that this does not seem to a very elegant solution, but in the assessment it is the only solution that applies to both delivery notifications and read reports, as read reports will have to be generated by the CPM Client and cannot be generated by the CPM Participating Function, as opposed to the delivery notifications, for which it is possible to have the CPM Participating Function generate them.

In the opinion of the author of this contribution, we should only state behaviour in the SD, and not implementation details. These are bound to be implementation-specific.

This change request implements this proposal in the SD.

6 Detailed Change Proposal

Change 1:  Describe DN behavior in case of multiple devices.
5.2.2.3 Disposition Notification

When a CPM User requests to obtain the disposition-state of the sent CPM Message, the CPM Client SHALL request a disposition notification for the sent CPM Message. Disposition notifications for CPM are a delivery notification and a read report. In a case that a CPM Message containing a disposition notification request is targeted at multiple recipients (i.e. pre-defined/ad-hoc group) or multiple different types of disposition notifications are requested for the same CPM Message, the originating user MAY receive aggregated disposition notifications based on service provider policy.


When sending a disposition notification to a non-CPM User, the CPM Client SHALL accompany the target non-CPM User address with the Non-CPM Communication Service Identifier included in the received CPM Message.
In case of delivery of a CPM Message to multiple devices, the terminating CPM Participating Function SHALL, for each disposition notification type (i.e. delivery notification and read report), forward the first disposition notification received from one of the devices that the CPM Message was delivered toto the originator of the CPM Message and SHALL suppress the forwarding of subsequent disposition notifications received from the other devices that the CPM Message was delivered to.
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
