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1 Reason for Change

The SD still contains the following editor’s note in the section on read reports (section 5.2.2.3.2):
Editor’s note: It is FFS to determine when a message is considered to have been read.

In the opinion of the author of this contribution, the determination when a message is read is something that is implementation specific for the CPM Client. There is no pressing need to define that within the CPM standard as no interoperability issues will be solved by defining that.

This change request resolves the above mentioned editor’s note by adding a note stating that it is CPM Client implementation-specific to determine when a CPM Message is considered to have been read.

6 Detailed Change Proposal

Change 1:  Add Note on the implementation-specifics of when a message is considered to be read.
5.2.2.3.2 Read Report
A read report indicates whether the CPM Message was read by the intended recipient. When the receiving CPM client receives a CPM Message containing a read report request and the contents enclosed in its body was displayed or otherwise rendered to the recipient, the CPM client SHALL if authorized by the recipient generate a read report and send it to the originating CPM client.
NOTE: It is CPM Client implementation-specific to determine when a CPM Message is considered to have been read and may be based on rendering of the CPM Message to the CPM User.

Editor’s note: It is FFS whether the authorization of read report is realized by the recipient’s user preferences.
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
