1. Content Storage Client A sends a Synchronization request containing 

· CPM User A address

· information needed for CPM User A address authentication

· filter criteria (to determine which contents / folders need to be synchronised)

This request can be initiated by the Content Storage Client in the following cases:

· Periodically, upon expiration of a timer. 

· At any time, upon request of the CPM User. 

2. Content Storage Server A authenticates the request, authorizes the request and if authentication and authorization are successful, synchronization begins. 
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
