· Support for storing of CPM specific parameters that are not specifically used for interworking but that are sent back in the response messages such as “conversation id”, “contribution id”, “contribution id being replied to”, “non-CPM service Id”, as described in the CPM System Description document [2], sections 5.2.1.1 and 5.3.1.2

· Support the CPM feature tag for the CPM side communication as described in [2]
