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1 Reason for Change

In the section on interworking due to missing SIP/IP Core in the target network in the SD the following editor’s note is still present:
Editor's note: It is FFS, if the SIP/IP can invoke an Interworking Function on its own instead of responding with the error response stating that the request failed due to no SIP/IP Core support in the target network.

To the opinion of the author of this contribution it will not be possible to have the SIP/IP Core invoke an IWF directly, as that would mean that the SIP/IP Core has to implement interworking selection functionality inside the SIP/IP Core, leading to unwanted duplication of functionality. The most the SIP/IP Core would be able to invoke would be the Interworking Selection Function. However, to the opinion of the author of this contribution this is also not likely to happen for all sorts of SIP/IP Cores, nor would that again mean that a policy decision on CPM traffic is made inside the SIP/IP Core, again duplicating functionality. Therefore it is the belief of the author of this contribution that the currently existing text in the mentioned section is sufficient, and that the editor’s note can be safely removed.
This change request implements the above analysis by removing the editor’s note.

Change 1:  Remove editor’s note.
5.3.1.1.4 Missing SIP/IP Core support in the Controlling or Terminating Network

When the originating CPM Participating Function or the CPM Controlling Function receive an error response stating that a CPM Session Invitation or CPM Message failed due to no SIP/IP Core support in the target network, based on service provider policies, they either 

· SHALL return an error response back to the originating CPM User; or

· SHALL send the CPM Session Invitation or the CPM Message to the CPM Interworking Selection Function.
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
