6 Detailed Change Proposal

Change 1:  Manual Conversation Recording
5.2.4.2 Manual Recording
5.2.4.2.1 Recording of Pager Mode Message

Upon the CPM User request the sending CPM Client includes a conversation recording request in the CPM Message.

When receiving the CPM Message with the conversation recording request, the originating CPM Participating Function SHALL record the received CPM Message to the Message Storage Server of the sending CPM User. Before forwarding it, the CPM Participating Function SHALL remove the conversation recording request from the CPM Message.

Once the CPM Participatin Function switches on conversation recording, the CPM Participating Function SHALL record all the CPM Messages subsequently exchanged within the CPM Conversation without a conversation recording request included in those CPM Messages.
In order to end the conversation recording the CPM Client includes a conversation recording end request in the CPM Message. 

When receiving the CPM Message with the conversation recording end request, the CPM Participating Function SHALL stop recording the conversation. The conversation recording end request SHALL be removed from the CPM Message before being forwarded. 

5.2.4.2.2 Recording of CPM Session

Upon the CPM User request to record a CPM Session the CPM Client SHALL send a conversation recording request to the CPM Participating Function of the CPM User. The conversation recording request SHALL contain an indication to the target CPM Session to record and filtering criteria for Media if requested.

In order to request conversation recording when initiating a CPM Session, the CPM Client SHALL include the conversation recording request in the CPM Session Invitation. 

Upon receipt of the CPM Session Invitation with the conversation recording request, the CPM Participating Function SHALL handle the CPM Session Invitation so that the CPM Particpating Function can relay Media between the two CPM Clients as described in section 5.2.4.1.

When receiving a conversation recording request during a CPM Session, the CPM Participating Function SHALL check if the CPM Participating Function is already involved in the Media Path of the CPM Session. If so, the CPM Participating Function SHALL switch on the conversation recording. 

Otherwise, the CPM Participating Function SHALL check if the target CPM Session is a 1-1 CPM Session or a CPM Group Session. The CPM Participating Function SHALL: 

· In case of a 1-1 CPM Session, initiate a new CPM Ad-hoc Group Session, invite the two participants already being in the existing target CPM Session and replace the target CPM Session with the CPM Ad-hoc Group Session;
· In case of a CPM Group Session, join the CPM Group Session as described in section 5.2.3.2.2.
When receiving Media through the CPM Session the CPM Participating Function SHALL filter the Media with the filtering criteria if included in the conversation recording request and then record the filtered output to the Message Storage Server.
Upon the CPM User request to end the conversation recording, the CPM Client SHALL send a conversation recording end request to the CPM Participating Function of the CPM User.

When receiving the conversation recording end request the CPM Participating Function SHALL check if the target CPM Session is a 1-1 CPM Session or a CPM Group Session. The CPM Participating Function SHALL: 

· In case of a 1-1 CPM Session, end recording the conversation;

In case of a CPM Group Session, leave the CPM Group Session as described in section 5.2.3.2.3;
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
