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1 Reason for Change

For the user initiated synchronization, current SD has following description:
“Upon receiving a synchronization request, the Content Storage Server SHALL respond with OK response and begin the synchronization”
These words mean that Content Storage Server is always ready for coming synchronization request. However, it is not true, the Content Storage Serve shall check some status such as the traffic congestion at first, and then according to the service provider’s policy, Content Storage Server may reject the synchronization request. This contribution addresses the words for Content Storage Server rejecting synchronization request.

Change 1:  revise the words in Content/Folder Synchronize Operation section
5.6.2.11  Content/Folder Synchronize Operation 

Contents/folders within the Content Storage Server MAY be synchronized with Content Storage Clients.
A Content Storage Client MAY initiate synchronization periodically, upon expiration of a timer, or upon explicit request from the CPM User.
In order to initiate synchronization, the Content Storage Client SHALL send a synchronization request containing synchronization parameters (e.g. the filter parameters) to the Content Storage Server.
Upon receiving a synchronization request, the Content Storage Server MAY respond with OK response and begin the synchronization if the synchronization request is allowed by service provider’s policy.
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
