In addition to CPM Messages and CPM Sessions, a CPM User can decide to exchange discrete media as part of a CPM Conversation.

These media exchange can be associate to a CPM Message (see 5.2.2.1.4 Large Message Mode Delivery) or realized following the File Transfer feature as described in  [draft-file-transfer].

The CPM User can, according to [draft-file-transfer] either send a file or accept or reject a file offered by another user 

File Transfer shall follow [draft-file-transfer] using MSRP for file transport. File Transfer is not linked to other services (e.g. CS-voice call) and can be used either during or outside of other communication sessions.
