Appendix X. CPM Feature Tags 
This annex is a place holder for the description of the feature tags needed for the CPM services. Once agreement is reached, the CPM feature tags can be distributed to the proper procedures in the Technical Specifications.
X.1 Service Identification
A feature tag is needed to identify the CPM service as it is processed by the client and the network. 
Other feature tags are also needed to differentiate between the different features supported by the CPM Framework.
In a trusted domain, it is possible for the clients and the servers to exchange information about the service being invoked by the client and asserted by elements of the trusted domain. 
X.1 Client service identification 
The CPM Client shall identify all the services it supports by including the feature tag identifying those services in the Contact header when it registers and when it issues any other SIP request as described in [RFC 3840]. 
The CPM Client shall also identify the services it wishes to use during a particular communication by including the feature tags identifying those services in the Accept-Contact header as described in [RFC 3841].  
The CPM Client shall identify the service it is invoking when it issues specific SIP requests by including the feature tag identifying the invoked service in the P-Preferred-Service header as described in [service-identification]
X.1.1 Proposed formats for CPM Service identification:
When the SIP/IP Core corresponding to 3GPP IMS or 3GPP2 MMD networks, the feature tag +g.oma.cpm.xxx MUST be used as a tag value by CPM Clients and CPM Participating and Controlling Functions, in all circumstances in which the  feature tag is specified to be included. The xxx value further identifies the CPM feature being invoked as described in X.1.2 below.
This  feature tag value allows the SIP/IP Core to immediately recognize the service being invoked in order to route the request to the right application server.
X.1.2 Proposed formats for CPM feature identification:
The following features need to be identified in CPM:

· Pager Mode

· Large Message Mode

· File Transfer

· Chat session

The feature tags of the format +g.oma.cpm.xxx can be used 
Example

For Pager Mode: +g.oma.cpm.pagermsg
For Large Message Mode: +g.oma.cpm.largemsg

For File Transfer: +g.oma.cpm.filetransfer

For Chat session: +g.oma.cpm.chat
X.2 Network service identification 

The SIP/IP core shall accept the P-Preferred service from the client and validate it with the user’s profile to determine if the user is allowed to use the service. If allowed, the SIP/IP core shall include the service in a P-Asserted-Service parameter to indicate that the service is validated by the network. 
X.3 Backward compatibility

To maintain backward compatibility with the IM enabler on which the CPM enabler is built it is recommended that clients and servers use both the IM feature tag +g. oma.sip-im as well as the CPM feature tags. 
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
