8.6. Record CPM Conversation History


Upon receiving a SIP MESSAGE, the CPM Participating Function:
1. if SIP MESSAGE is not for disposition notification, the CPM Participating Function SHALL extract Conversation Identity, Contribution Identity and if there is, Contribution Identity being replied to;
2. SHALL send CPIM body in SIP MESSAGE to Message Storage Server according to [RFC3501];

3. SHALL receive the information (e.g. UID) of stored messages from Message Storage Server according to [RFC3501] and [RFC4315].

Upon receiving a SIP INVITE or SIP REFER or SIP BYE, the CPM Participating Function:

1. SHALL extract Conversation Identity, Contribution Identity and if there is, Contribution Identity being replied to if there are.
2. if the feature tag in the Contact header is for CPM Session, the CPM Participating Function SHALL request to store these extracted information to Message Storage Server according to [RFC3501].

 After receiving MSRP SEND, the CPM Participating Function:
1. SHALL request to store CPIM body in MSRP SEND to Message Storage Server [RFC3501]. If the feature tag is for CPM Message, the CPM Participating Function SHALL include the extracted Conversation Identity, Contribution Identity and Contribution Identity being replied to;
NOTE: To send request for storing after receiving whole chunks of a message, is out of scope of this specification
2. SHALL receive the information (e.g. UID) of stored messages from Message Storage Server according to [RFC3501] and [RFC4315].
