6 Detailed Change Proposal

Change 1: CPM Session Invitation Handling
5.2.1.2 CPM Session Invitation Handling
Upon receiving a SIP INVITE request with the CPM Feature Tag corresponding to CPM Session, the Interworking Function:
1. SHALL check if the received SDP offer is acceptable. The Interworking Function SHALL check at least the following SDP parameters in the SIP INVITE request are acceptable:
· Media type of the SDP m-line,
· The accept-type attribute belonging to the SDP m-line, if the offered media type is message, and
· Otherwise, offered codec in the rtpmap attribute belonging to the SDP m-line

2. If any of those SDP parameters are not acceptable, the Interworking Function SHALL reject the SIP INVITE request with a SIP 488 "Not Acceptable Here" response. Otherwise, continue with the rest of the steps;
3. SHALL act  as a User Agent Server according to rules and procedures of [RFC3261];
4. SHALL store the content of Contact header in the SIP INVITE request;
5. SHALL store the CPM Conversation Identity and CPM Contribution Identity received in the SIP INVITE request; 
6. SHALL check service provider policy and user preference of the recipient if available and perform one of the following procedures;
· Accept the requested CPM Session on behalf of a non-CPM User; or
· Reject the requested CPM Session; or
· Ask the recipient about whether to accept or reject the requested CPM Session.
When accepting the SIP INVITE request, the Interworking Function:

a. SHALL send a SIP 200 "OK" response according to rules and procedures of [RFC3261];
b. SHALL initiate the Media Plane as described in section 8.5 of [OMA-TS-CPM_Conv_Fnct-V1_0].
When rejecting the SIP INVITE request, the Interworking Function SHALL send a SIP 488 "Not Acceptable Here" response according to rules and procedures of [RFC3261].
When asking the recipient about whether to accept or reject the CPM Session, the Interworking Function:
1. SHALL convert the SIP INVITE request to non-CPM message format based on the mapping table as specified in section 5.2 “Interworking with Non-CPM Communication Services”;
2. SHALL send the converted non-CPM message according to rules and procedures of each corresponding Non-CPM Communication Service;
3. SHALL reject the SIP INVITE request with a SIP 606 "Not Acceptable Here" response, if reject response is received from Non-CPM Communication Service corresponding to initial CPM Session Invitation. Otherwise, continue with the rest of the steps.
4. SHALL generate a SIP 200 "OK" response to the initial SIP INVITE request as specified in according to rules and procedures of [RFC3261] with the following clarification:
a. SHALL include a Server header to indicate the OMA CPM release version of the Interworking Function;

b. SHOULD include an Allow header with all supported SIP methods; 

c. SHALL include the CPM Address of the Interworking Function as the Authenticated Originator's CPM Address as specified in sub-clause 6.2 “Authenticated Originator's CPM Address”;

d. SHALL include in the Contact header a SIP URI of the Interworking Function itself for future session handling and a corresponding Non-CPM Communication Service Identifier;
e. SHALL include MIME SDP body as an SDP answer according to rules and procedures of [RFC3264], [RFC4566], [RFC4975] and [RFC4145].
5. SHALL send the SIP 200 "OK" response according to rules and procedures of SIP/IP Core.
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
