The CPM Participating Function SHALL determine whether to send the CPM Message to the destination address in the Non-CPM Communication Service according to the following steps:

· If the destination address is not SIP URI address or TEL URI address, the CPM Participating Function SHALL send the CPM Message to the destination address in the Non-CPM Communication Service. 
· Otherwise, the CPM Participating Function or the CPM Controlling Function SHALL try to send the CPM Message to the destination address in CPM service as specified in section 8.3.1.1.1. for pager mode message, or as specified in section 8.3.1.1.3 for large mode message.
When the CPM Participating Function receives the error response from SIP/IP Core, the CPM Participating Function SHALL determine to the CPM Message to the destination address in the Non-CPM Communication Service.

The CPM Participating Function SHALL send the CPM Message to the destination address in Non-CPM communication Service. 
When the CPM Participating Function has sent the terminating CPM Message to the SIP/IP Core, and received the error response, the CPM Message SHALL check the CPM User preference from XDMS as per interface XDM-4 specified in [OMA-XDM-Shared-Profile]. If If the user preference requires the interworking with the Non-CPM Communication Service to send the CPM Message to the destination address. The CPM Participating Function SHALL send the CPM Message to the destination address in Non-CPM communication Service.
