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1 Reason for Change

In order to simplify the process of extending a CPM 1-1 Session to a CPM Group Session, the procedures are updated so that the initiator of the extension to a CPM Group Session is responsible for tearing down the CPM 1-1 Session once it has received notification that the other Participant in the CPM 1-1 Session has successfully joined the CPM Group Session. This simplification to the process requires the initiating CPM Client to subscribe to receive participant information if it supports extending a CPM 1-1 Session to a CPM Group Session.. If that client does not wish to continue receiving participant information notifications, it can simply end the subscription.

6 Detailed Change Proposal

Change 1:  Update section 5.2.3.3
5.2.3.3 Extending a CPM 1-1 Session to a CPM Group Session

In order to extend an existing CPM 1-1 Session to a CPM Group Session (i.e. to add Participants to a CPM 1-1 Session), the extending CPM Client initiates the creation of a CPM Group Session with the list of Participants, including the GRUU of the other Participant in the CPM 1-1 Session. In order to establish the CPM Group Session, the inviting CPM Client SHALL send a CPM Session Invitation to the SIP/IP core serving the inviting CPM Client, including in the CPM Session Invitation the address of the CPM Controlling Function provisioned to the CPM Client.
The inviting CPM Client SHALL subscribe to receive notification of participant information as described in section 5.2.3.5 Participant Information . 
Note: This is required because the inviting CPM Client is responsible for tearing down the CPM 1-1 Session with the original Participant once it receives notification that the original Participant is now in the CPM Group Session.
The CPM Participating Function SHALL treat a CPM Session Invitation as described in section 5.2.3.2.1.1.

The CPM Controlling Function SHALL treat a CPM Session Invitation as described in section 5.2.3.2.1.2. 
Upon receiving a CPM Session Invitation for a CPM Group Session from the CPM Controlling Function, each CPM Participating Function serving an invited CPM Client SHALL determine whether to reject the CPM Session Invitation based on service provider policies and user preferences, and SHALL either forward the CPM Session invitation to the invited CPM Client or reject the CPM Session Invitation. 

Upon receiving a CPM Session Invitation for a CPM Group Session from the CPM Participating Function, the original participating CPM Client SHALL receive a session leaving request from the other CPM Client in the original CPM 1-1 Session.

Upon receiving a CPM Session Invitation for a CPM Group Session, the other invited CPM Clients SHALL either accept or reject the CPM Session Invitation based on user preferences.
Once the inviting CPM Client for the CPM Group Session has received notification that the original Participant is in the CPM Group Session, the inviting CPM Client SHALL end the CPM 1-1 Session by sending a session leaving request to that original Participant in the CPM 1-1 Session using the same Signalling Path of the original CPM 1-1 Session.
NOTE: Once the inviting CPM Client has received notification that the original Participant in the CPM 1-1 Session has joined the CPM Group Session, it may terminate the subscription it had set up to receive notifications of Participant information.
Upon receiving at least one OK response the CPM Controlling Function SHALL set up the CPM Group Session with the CPM Clients that accepted the invitation.

Change 2:  Update section 5.2.3.5

5.2.3.5 Participant Information

If the CPM Client supports extending a CPM 1-1 Session to a CPM Group Session, the CPM Client SHALL support requesting Participant Information. Otherwise, the CPM Client MAY support requesting Participant Information.
The CPM Participating Function SHALL support requesting Participant Information.

The CPM Controlling Function SHALL support handling of requests for Participant Information. 

In order to receive Participant Information a CPM Client SHALL send a Participant Information subscription request towards the CPM Controlling Function hosting the CPM Group Session identified by the CPM Group Session Identity. 

The SIP/IP core serving the CPM Client routes the Participant Information subscription request to the CPM Participating Function serving the CPM Client. 

When receiving a Participant Information subscription request, the CPM Participating Function serving the CPM Client SHALL forward the Participant Information subscription request to the intended address via the SIP/IP core from which the Participant Information subscription request was received

The SIP/IP core of the network hosting the CPM Group Session or the CPM Group routes the Participant Information subscription request to the hosting CPM Controlling Function. 

When receiving a Participant Information subscription request, the hosting CPM Controlling Function SHALL check that it hosts the targeted CPM Group Session and SHALL check the Participant Information subscription request against the CPM Group policies and service provider policies. If successfully authorized, the CPM Controlling Function SHALL 

· respond with the Participant Information subscription successful response; and, 

· send the initial Participant Information notification to the CPM Client using the reverse path of the Participant Information subscription request; and,

· continue sending the Participant Information notifications to the CPM Client using the reverse path of the Participant Information subscription request whenever the Participant Information changes until the Participant Information subscription becomes invalid.
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
