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1 Reason for Change

This CR aims to remove Editor Notes in Section 7.4.8
Editor’s note: The following sentences are FFS: 
“3. SHALL check the joined users against the access policy of the CPM User and display the blocked users who joined in the conference. The access list is stored in the [Shared-Policy-XDMS] and MAY be cached on the CPM Client.

NOTE: The CPM Client fetches the joined/existing users in the CPM conference from the SIP NOTIFY request body and checks whether those users are in the block list of the CPM User. The block list may be stored in the CPM Client or fetched from the [Shared-Policy-XDMS].”
For my understanding, the sentence in the Editor Note is useful. The User wants to know who is blocked by him during the CPM Group Session. The block list can be store in the client or download from XDM server.
R01 changed according to the discussion in the Shenzhen interim meeting and email discussion with Acision.
NSN raised objection for R01

Contrary to the Shenzhen minutes, NSN had not commented on 460.
Now, on 460r01, it is unclear what block list is meant: a participant’s own block list, or a block listed related to the group. As it was commented in Shenzhen this seems to relate to a participant’s block list. 
Also, it is unclear what functionality is intended here: highlighting those users in a session that the respective user has in his personal block list? If yes, this needs to be worded in a comprehensible way.
Answer:

Yes, you are right. My intension is same with you. The Block list is related to the user, not group. 
The intention of this functionality is to show who has been blocked by the group session information subscriber (i.e. a CPM user who are in the group session and subscribe information of the group session). For example, user A blocks user B. And user A and user B and other users join a CPM Group session. After user A get the participants list of the CPM Group session, his block list may be checked, and told user A that user B is in the CPM Group session but is blocked by him.
I guess the wording is from SIMPLE IM TS and my intension is same with SIMPLE IM. We just think this is good experience for group user and the functionality can be reused

Change 1:  Section 7.9.4.2
7.4.9.2 Receive Participant Information notification
Upon receiving an incoming SIP NOTIFY request that is part of the same SIP dialog as the previously sent SIP SUBSCRIBE request for subscribing to participation information, the CPM Client:

1. SHALL handle the request according to rules and procedures of [错误！未找到引用源。] and [错误！未找到引用源。];
2. SHALL display the current Participant Information (e.g. joined/left users) of the CPM Group Session to the CPM User;
May display the blocked users who joined in the CPM Group Session by downloading the CPM User’ block list which stored in the [Shared-Policy-XDMS] and comparing it to the list of participants in the ongoing CPM Group Session.
3. SHALL identify the receiving CPM Client’s own information with the “yourown” attribute of the <user> element as defined in Appendix M of [错误！未找到引用源。]. 
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
