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1 Reason for Change

When CPM User has multiple devices and receives SIP INVITEs for a CPM Session, a user can use only one device for a CPM session. According to RFC3261, the other devices will receive SIP BYE or SIP CANCEL message.  
At that time, even though user had CPM Session by using one device, the other devices has a different history for CPM Session(e.g. session cancelation or session terminating). To prevent it, when sending SIP BYE, SIP BYE can include some warning texts for a user.

RFC 3326 already provided a solution for this problem. So, instead of extension of warning header, CPM can follow the procedures described in RFC3326
