Ericsson: This simplifies processing. In case of may file transfers, the CF would need to inform the sender of which files are accepted by each participants, but the sender cannot send individual files to each participant. There Is no simple method of concatenating those individual responses to allow the sender to figure out which files to send and which ones not to send and to which participants.

5.2.x.2 CPM Group file transfer sessions

The procedures used for CPM Group file transfer sessions are a subset of those defined for CPM Group Sessions. The procedures used and any differences to them are described in this section. 
5.2.x.2.1 Session Initiation and file transfer
The procedures used for CPM Group file transfer session Initiation are a subset of those defined for CPM Group Sessions. The procedures used and any differences to them are described in this section. 
5.2.x.2.1.1 Network Serving the Inviting CPM User

Apply the same procedures as described in Section 5.2.3.2.1.1 Network Serving the Inviting CPM User, with the clarification that only one media stream is set up and the direction of the media stream SHALL be set to unidirectional from the sender towards the recipients that accepted the file transfer. In a situation that the originating CPM functional component has not received any response yet, the originating CPM functional component MAY send a SIP invitation cancellation request for some reasons (e.g, timer expired, CPM user’s request, etc). 
After the SIP session is established, the file is transferred via MSRP.

5.2.x.2.1.2 Network Hosting the CPM Group file transfer session
Apply the same procedures as described in Section 5.2.3.2.1.2 Network Hosting the CPM Group Session, with the clarification that only one media stream is set up and the direction of the media stream SHALL be set to unidirectional from the sender towards the recipients that accepted the file transfer. 

After the SIP session is established, the file is transferred via MSRP to each of the recipients.
5.2.x.2.1.3 Network Serving the Invited CPM User
Apply the same mechanism described for routing a CPM Session Invitation for a CPM 1-1 Session in Section 5.2.3.1.1.2, with the clarification that only one media stream is set up and the direction of the media stream SHALL be set to unidirectional from the sender towards the recipients that accepted the file transfer.

After the SIP session is established, the file is transferred via MSRP to the recipient.

5.2.x.2.2 CPM Client Leaving a CPM file transfer session
Apply the same mechanism described for Section 5.2.3.2.3 CPM Client Leaving a CPM Group Session, with the clarification that for CPM Group file transfer, the client that initiates the session is expected to tear it down once it has sent one file. The leg to each recipient is torn down once the file has finished being transferred.
5.2.x.2.3 CPM Client file transfer session Modification

For CPM Group file transfer, only one file is expected to be transferred. The CPM Participating Function of the originating CPM User SHALL reject the session modification request.

5.2.x.3 CPM Ad-hoc and Pre-defined Groups

CPM Group file transfer sessions can be set up using Ad-Hoc and Pre-defined Groups. These are as described in Section 5.2.3.4 CPM Ad-hoc and Pre-defined Groups. 
5.2.x.4 Anonymous Participation

Apply the same mechanism described for Anonymous Participation for CPM Group Sessions in Section 5.2.3.6. 
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
