6 Detailed Change Proposal

Change 1:  Update section 8.3.2.1
8.3.2.1 Deliver CPM Pager Mode Message to a CPM Client

Upon receiving a SIP MESSAGE request destined to a terminating CPM User, the CPM Participating Function:
1. SHALL check that  the CPM message is not rejected according to the User Preferences as follows: 
The CPM Participating Function SHALL check the content of the <rejection-rules> element within <general-user-preferences>.

b. If a rule containing the <allow-reject> element with the value « true » is matching, 
c. 
d. 
the incoming CPM message SHALL be rejected, and the CPM Participating Function SHALL respond with a SIP 403 Forbidden response as specified in [Erreur ! Source du renvoi introuvable.]. The CPM Participating Function SHOULD include a Warning header with the warning text set to '122 Function not allowed'. Otherwise, continue with the rest of the steps;

2. Shall apply service provider policies on message size and content as follows: 

SHALL check the message content against the Service provider policies specified for the service and for the CPM User. If the content does not conform to the policies, the CPM Participating Function SHALL respond with a SIP 415 “Unsupported Media Type” response with the list of supported formats and/or media types to the originating client. Otherwise, continue with the rest of the steps; 

3. If the “Expires” header is included, it SHALL check if the CPM Message is still valid. If not, the CPM Participating Function SHALL check the content of the <expiry-rules> element within the <general-user-preferences>.  If a rule containing the <deferred-message-expiry-handling> element is matching the CPM Participating Function SHALL handle the CPM Message as follows:
a. If the value is “discard”, the CPM Message SHALL be discarded. If the CPM Message contained a request for negative delivery notification, the CPM Participating Function SHALL send a negative delivery notification to the originating CPM Client. 
b. If the value is “store”, the CPM Participating Function SHALL store the CPM Message in the Message Storage Server. If the CPM Message contained a request for positive delivery notification, the CPM Participating Function SHALL send a positive delivery notification to the originating CPM Client. 
4. SHALL check the content of the <delivery-rules> element wtihin the active User Preference Profile of each registered CPM Client as follows:
If a rule containing the <allow-deliver> element with the value « true » is matching, the CPM Participating Function SHALL deliver the CPM Message to each registered CPM Client whose active User Preference Profile is this one as follows: 
i. SHALL duplicate the request for each selected CPM Client;
ii. SHALL set Request-URI in each request to each selected CPM Client’s public GRUU obtained in the registration NOTIFY request as specified in the section Erreur ! Source du renvoi introuvable. “Erreur ! Source du renvoi introuvable.”;
iii. SHALL send the request via the SIP/IP Core towards each of the user’s selected CPM Clients.
Upon receiving the first SIP 2xx final response from one of the selected CPM Clients, the CPM Participating Function SHALL send the SIP final response along the signalling path towards the originating CPM Client according to rules and procedures of [Erreur ! Source du renvoi introuvable.]; Any further 2xx, 3xx or error SIP final responses received from other CPM Clients SHALL NOT be sent back towards the originating CPM Client..
Note : the default User Preference Profile SHALL be applied to each registered CPM Client for which no <active-device-upp> element was found.
If the CPM Message was delivered to at least one CPM Client, go to step 6. 

5. If the CPM Message was not delivered to any CPM Client in step 5, the CPM Participating Function SHALL check the content of the <incoming-message-user-not-available> element within the <general-user-preferences> element. If a rule containing the <defer-action> element is matching, the CPM Participating Function SHALL perform the following actions:
a. If the value is “interwork”, the CPM Participating Function SHALL deliver the message as a non-CPM message and go to step 6.
b. If the value is “redirect”, the CPM Participating Function SHALL redirect the message to the CPM Address indicated by the “redirect_address” attribute.

c. If the value is “defer_and_notify”, the CPM Participating Function SHALL put the message in the deferred messages queue and SHALL respond with a SIP 202 OK response..
  If no matching rule is found the CPM Participating Function SHALL go to the next step.
6. When a CPM Message is delivered or interworked, the CPM Participating Function SHALL check the content of the <storing-rules> element within <general-user-preferences>. If a rule whose <conditions> element evaluates to true and whose <actions> element contains the <allow-store> element is found , the CPM Participating Function SHALL execute the processing described in 8.6 “Record CPM Conversation History”.
