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1 Reason for Change
To reduce the cost of storage and cost of data flow, we suggest that the copy operation should not duplicate the content of the object. The synchronization should download the metadata first, and if the user demand, then the real content will be downloaded into the devices.

6 Detailed Change Proposal

Change 1:  Addition in section 5.5.2.5
5.5.2.5 Object Copy Operation

The object copy operation allows a requestor, such as the Message Storage Client, to copy the linkage of a CPM Message or a CPM Session History to a particular folder of the CPM User on the Message Storage Server.
A requestor SHALL include the identifier of the CPM Message / CPM Session History that needs to be copied in the object copy request and the name of the folder to which the CPM Message / CPM Session History is to be copied.

Upon receiving an object copy request, the Message Storage Server SHALL copy the linkage of the identified CPM Message / CPM Session History to the identified folder. If successful, the Message Storage Server SHALL respond with an OK response, otherwise it SHALL respond with an appropriate error.
Change 2:  Addition in section 5.5.2.20
5.5.2.20 Synchronization with Client Operation

Based on CPM User’s preferences and service provider policies, the CPM Messages and/or CPM Session Histories and /or their metadata within the CPM Message Storage Server SHALL be synchronized with a CPM Client’s locally stored resources.

Upon performing any modification operations on CPM Messages and/or CPM Session Histories, on the metadata of the CPM Messages and/or CPM Session Histories , the CPM Message Storage Server SHALL notify the CPM Message Storage Client to update the corresponding information in the client(s)’ locally stored resources.

Upon receiving a synchronization request, the Message Store Server SHALL perform synchronization operations with the CPM Message Storage Client to update the corresponding information in the client(s)’ locally stored resources:

· one pat are the metadatas 
· The other part are the CPM Messages and/or CPM Session Histories and/or CPM Conversations.
NOTE:
The synchronization operation between the CPM Message Storage Server and Client MAY be triggered by the client via an explicit request from the CPM User.
