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1 Reason for Change

This CR addresses the following Editor’s Note in Section 6.1.1.5 of OMA-TS-CPM_MessageStorage-V1_0-20090916-D.zip on “Object Remove Operation”:
Editor’s note: The above text should be updated to reflect the real IMAP interactions (e.g. flagging for removal of objects)
According to the description of IMAP4 commands, the following operations can be performed for removal of a stored object from a folder:

1. Following a CPM User request, the CPM Message Store Client flags the identified message or history, a stored object, as deleted from the currently selected folder. This is done by using the STORE command, and the flag “delete” will be added to a list of zero or more named tokens (e.g., seen, answered, recent) associated with the object. In other words, the STORE command alters data associated with a message in the mailbox.
Upon receiving a request from the CPM User for removal of a flagged “Delete” object(s), the CPM Message Storage Client sends EXPUNGE command to permanently remove all messages that have been fagged as “Deleted” from the currently selected folder. 

The current text of Section 6.1.1.5 seems to be worded according to the above described operations and requiring a few editorial clarifications and fixes. It is, therefore, proposed that, the editor’s note be deleted from the TS and the text of the “Object Remove” operation be revised appropriately as shown in Section 6 below.

6 Detailed Change Proposal

Change 1:  Adding Clarification to Section 6.1.1.5 and Removing EN 
6.1.1.5  Object Remove Operation

The “Object Remove Operation” is a two-step process of first setting flag as “Deleted” on the object(s) to be removed from a specific folder and then requesting for actual removal of the flagged items from the folder as specified below:

Upon receiving a request from the CPM User to remove a stored object, the Message Storage Client SHALL send a STORE request with the UID pointing to the stored object to update the flag list associated with the object’s data and set the “Deleted” flag according to the STORE command of [RFC3501].
Upon receiving an empty “Deleted” flagged items request from the CPM User, the Message Storage Client SHALL send a EXPUNGE request to the Message Storage Server, according to the EXPUNGE command of [RFC3501], which will permanently remove the message(s) that have been identified for removal from the list of objects with the “Deleted” flag set.
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
