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1 Reason for Change

This CR addresses the first Editor’s Note in Section 6.1.3.1 “Metadata Operation” of the OMA-TS-CPM_MessageStorage-V1_0-20090916-D.zip document.
Editor’s Note: Alternatively, ANNOTATEMORE extension (http://www.ietf.org/internet-drafts/draft-daboo-imap-annotatemore-05.txt) may be used for this update operation. It is FFS.

Editor’s note: FFS if STORE operation can be used to perform the all metadata update operations.
The questions to be answered regarding this Editor’s Note is whether or not the “ANNOTATEMORE Extension” draft supports the METADATA operations required for annotation functions of the Message Storage Server, and as such can it be viewed as an alternative to the use of [RFC 5464] commands. 

Per [RFC 5464], the goal of the METADATA extension is to provide a means for IMAP clients to set and retrieve “annotations" or "metadata" on an IMAP folder (mailbox) or server. The “draft-daboo-imap-annotatemore-05”, even though, it is almost equivalent in its commands to the RFC, albeit having different command names (e.g., GETANNOTATION versus GETMETADATA), it is an earlier draft (in a series of 17 drafts) of [RFC 5464.] Therefore, implementation of [RFC 5464] would render obsolete the use the ANNOTATEMORE Draft’s commands.
Based on the above explanation, this CR proposes to remove the “Editor’s Note” and revise the text of the METADATA operation section accordingly.

Upon receiving a request for updating the meta information of a stored object in the Message Storage Server from the CPM User, the Message Storage Client SHALL send a METADATA request with the UID addressing the stored object of the Message Storage Server with updated information to the Message Storage Server according to METADATA [RFC5464].
