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1 Reason for Change

The current interworking TS only contains procedures for the ISF on how to handle Large Message Mode CPM Messages. Procedures on how to handle Pager Mode CPM Messages and CPM Sessions are still missing.

This change request adds procedures for the ISF on how to handle CPM Session Invitations.

Note: This CR assumes the agreement of document OMA-MWG-CPM-2009-0533.

6 Detailed Change Proposal

Change 1:  Add section on Pager Mode CPM Message handling in the ISF.
5.1.3.3 CPM Session Invitation Handling

Upon receiving a SIP INVITE request with the CPM Feature Tag corresponding to CPM Session, the Interworking Selection Function:
1. SHALL extract the following information from the incoming SIP INVITE request:

a. The Non-CPM Communication Service Identifier, if included;

b. The CPM Session characteristics (type of Media Streams, characteristics of the Media Streams, etc) from the SDP information in the SIP INVITE request.

2. SHALL select the appropriate Interworking Function to interwork to the corresponding non-CPM Communication Service, as described in section 5.1.2, using the information extracted in the previous step as input. If this selection process does not result in an appropriate IWF the Interworking Selection Function SHALL reject the request with a SIP 488 “Not Acceptable Here” response.

3. SHALL forward the SIP INVITE request according to rules and procedures of the SIP/IP Core.
Upon receiving SIP 200 OK response of the SIP INVITE request from Interworking Function, the Interworking Selection Function SHALL forward the SIP 200 OK response according to rules and procedures of the SIP/IP Core.
Upon receiving SIP ACK acknowledgement, the Interworking Selection Function SHALL forward the SIP ACK acknowledgement according to rules and procedures of the SIP/IP Core.
Upon receiving SIP BYE request, the Interworking Selection Function SHALL forward the SIP BYE according to rules and procedures of the SIP/IP Core.
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
