6 Detailed Change Proposal

Change 1:  Session mode message handling principle at IWF
5.2.1.2 Session Mode CPM Message Handling

Upon receiving the SIP INVITE request with the CPM Feature tag corresponding to CPM Session Mode Message Delivery, the Interworking Function:
1. SHALL either take the procedure of asking for non-CPM user’s willingness or make a decision whether to accept the request on behalf of the non-CPM user depending on service provider’s policies with the following clarification:
a. If the service provider’s policy indicates asking for the non-CPM user’s willingness, it SHALL take the corresponding procedures depending on the non-CPM Communication Service. If the non-CPM user rejects the request, the IWF responds with a SIP 603 “Decline” response. Otherwise, the IWF completes the SIP signalling on behalf of the non-CPM user following the rest of the steps. See sections 5.2.2, 5.2.3 and 5.2.4 for SMS, MMS and E-mail respectively.
b. Otherwise, continue with the rest of the steps.
2. SHALl act as a User Agent Server(UAS) according to rules and procedures of [RFC3261].

3. SHALL check if the accept-type attribute of the SDP m line in the SIP INVITE request are acceptable to the Interworking Function and if not, reject the request with a SIP 488 "Media Type Not Acceptable Here" response. Otherwise, continue with the rest of the steps;

4. SHALL store the content of the Contact header field;
5. SHALL generate a SIP 200 OK response to the received SIP INVITE request according to rules and procedures of [RFC3261] with the following clarification, the Interworking Function:
a. SHALL include in the SIP 200 "OK" response a MIME SDP body as an SDP answer to the SDP offer in the incoming SIP INVITE request according to rules and procedures of  [RFC3264], [ RFC4566] and for MSRP sessions [RFC4975]; and

b. SHALL include a Server header to indicate the OMA CPM release version of the Interworking Function as specified in Appendix C “Release version in User-agent and Server headers” of [OMA-CPM-TS-ConvFnct].
c. SHALL include the CPM Address of the CPM User as the Authenticated Originator's CPM Address as specified in subclause 6.1 “Authenticated Originator's CPM Address” of [OMA-CPM-TS-ConvFnct].
6. SHALL send the SIP 200 OK response according to rules and procedures of the SIP/IP Core.
Editor’s NOTE   It is FFS how to handle MSRP and RTP for Media Plane.

After the Media Plane has been established, the IWF SHALL convert the received payload from the CPM Client to the corresponding non-CPM payload and vice versa. See sections 5.2.2, 5.2.3 and 5.2.4 for SMS, MMS and E-mail respectively.
Upon receiving the SIP BYE request, the Interworking Function SHAL release all Media Plane resources and respond with 200 OK following the rules and procedures of [RFC3261].
