6 Detailed Change Proposal
Change 1:  Adds new section 7.X for File Transfer
7.x  File transfer 

When a CPM User wishes to send a File, the CPM Client SHALL initiate a File Transfer mode as described in 7.x.1 “File Transfer Session initiation”.

7.x.1 File transfer session initiation
When a CPM Client receives instruction to send one or more files, the CPM Client:

1. SHALL follow the procedures defined in 7.3.1 “Initiating a CPM 1-1 Session” if the file transfer is to one recipient or in 7.4.1.1 “CPM Client initiates an Ad-Hoc CPM Group Session” if the file transfer is to a list of recipients, or in 7.4.1.2 “CPM Client initiates a Pre-Defined CPM Group Session” if the file transfer is to a pre-defined group and according to rules and procedures of [RFC 5547];
2. SHALL add the relevant media attributes to the SDP as specified in [RFC 5547];
3. In the case of a CPM 1-1 Session, if more than one file is to be sent, each set of file descriptors SHALL be sent in separate m-lines as described in [RFC 5547];
4. When the 200 OK response for the last MSRP SEND is received, or when an MSRP REPORT is received when a success report was requested, the CPM Client SHALL close the MSRP session for that particular file transfer by setting the port  in the m-line to zero i.e. m= 0,  according to the procedures defined in 7.x.2 “File Transfer Session  Release”.;
5. If an MSRP error response or an MSRP REPORT with a failure report is received, the CPM Client SHALL indicate to the CPM User that the file transfer has failed.
7.x.2 File transfer session release

When a file has been transferred, the CPM Client MAY start a timer for a suitable amount of time (e.g. 30 seconds) to determine if instruction to send another file or series of files to the same destination will be received from the CPM User.

If the timer set by the CPM Client expires, the CPM Client SHALL send a SIP BYE. 
7.x.3 Client Receiving file transfer request

When the CPM Client receives a SIP INVITE containing a CPM Feature identifier for file transfer, the CPM Client:
1. SHOULD render to the CPM User the file description parameters received as well as the identity of the original sender of the request if available; 
2. The CPM Client SHALL accept from the CPM User input regarding the file (s) he is willing to accept; 

3. If the CPM User accepts at least one file, the CPM Client SHALL generate and send a SIP 200 “OK” with an SDP answer containing the file identities of the files as described in [RFC 5547], otherwise the CPM Client SHALL send a 488 “Not Acceptable Here” response.
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
