Change 1: Interworking Session Media Handling
5.2.1.4 Session Termination at IWF
Upon receiving a SIP BYE request, the Interworking Function:

1. SHALL release all Media Plane resources corresponding to the CPM Session being closed;

2. SHALL generate a non-CPM message for session termination according to the mapping rules as specified in section xxx, xxy or xxz if the Non-CPM Communication Service is SMS, MMS or e-mail service, respectively. Otherwise, the Interworking Function SHALL change, if needed, the SIP BYE request to a SIP BYE request appropriate for the Non-CPM Communicaton Service;
3. SHALL send the output of step 2 to the corresponding Non-CPM Communication Service.
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
