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1 Reason for Change

During the discussion of the deferred delivery of the CPM Group Chat messages and re-join CPM Group Chat, it was pointed out that there is no requirement at the Participating Function to store and deliver the Participating Information, both intermediate (including the initial if user is unavailable during session invitation) and final participant information, to the CPM Client when the CPM Client was offline.   

When the CPM Client temporarily lost connection or unavailable (e.g., a CPM Client is never response to the CPM session message or session invitation) during a CPM Group Session, the CPM Participating Function will store all chat messages and the participant information on behave of the CPM Client and deliver the deferred message and participant information to CPM Client when it is back online.  The intermediate participant information provides the user information when a participant has been joined or left the session and to whom each message was exchanged during the client was offline.  The CPM Client may use the final participant information to restart CPM Session with different focus.
