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1 Reason for Change

NSN proposed in CR 53 earlier to identify the special object ‘Session Info Object’ using its UID. The benefit of this proposal was the ability to locate a special object without searching. Unfortunately, the UID is not suitable for use in mailbox names and hence the proposal was stripped from the CR.

Searching through messages consumes quite a lot of resources, and as such, it would be best avoided. This CR proposes using the METADATA extension for the same purpose: to locate a special object without searching through a mailbox by assigning a reference to the METADATA of the mailbox containing the special object. All it requires is that the functional component storing the last valid special object updates the folder’s corresponding METADATA entry.

There are three possibilities to reference a message in IMAP storage:

· Sequence number

· UID

· IMAP URI

This CR proposes that we stick with using the UID (as proposed  by NSN earlier) for the following reasons:

· The use of the sequence number is not very practical because items may shift as the mailbox is being managed and therefore unnecessary updates will be required.
· IMAP URIs are fairly complex when compared to UID.

NOTE: this CR reuses text and functionality from CR TBD; either that CR has been agreed upon before reviewing this one or, this one will have to be updated with the necessary changes.

2 Impact on Backward Compatibility

Not backwards compatible.

Three specifications need to be updated:

· MsgStore

· SysDesc

· ConvFunc.

6 Detailed Change Proposal

Change 1:  Update main text; Session History Folder

5.2.2.1 Session History Folder

The session history folder is viewed as a special kind of sub-folder and is realized via the mailbox concept of IMAP4.  A session history folder contains one or more message object(s), file transfer object(s), stand-alone media object(s), and MAY contain one group state object, and SHALL contain a session info object with the same Contribution-ID.  The name of the session history folder is set to the session-id value of the session info object.
Special objects, such as the session info object and the group state object can be located in the session history folder - without having to search through all items – using their corresponding METADATA entries. The appropriate METADATA entries defined in Appendix X SHALL be set/updated by the CPM Participating Function as described in section “5.2.1.2.3 Recording a CPM Session” in [OMA-CPM-SD]. The CPM Message Storage Client and the CPM Participating Function (i.e. all CPM functional components that are accessing the CPM Message Storage Server one way or another) SHOULD determine the identifier of these special objects – instead of searching for them – by retrieving the corresponding METADATA annotations using the Metadata Fetch Operation defined in section 6.6.2.
Change 2:  Update appendix; add entries to reference sheet
