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1 Reason for Change

This CR fixes some inconsistencies in the description of messages and other objects stored in the CPM Message Storage Server.

Change 1: Appendix F example is broken. It looks like a multipart MIME message whereas in CPM2.0 those are individual objects. 
Questions to the group on Appendix F proposal: 

· Check the header values for some of those? 
· In particular is Content Type Message/CPIM header necessary? If yes why is  no Content-Type header present Standalone CPM Messages wich include the SIP headers directly.?

Change 2: Removed the editor's note in Appendix D and pointed to Appendix F for further examples.

· Clarified in appendix D that the CPM standalone message format includes SIP headers+message/CPIM content whereas messages in session history folder only include message/CPIM content.
