4. Non-CPM Folders

Non-CPM folders are as defined in [OMA-CPM-MSG], and SHOULD be accessible by external entities to allow direct read/write of application-specific data using [OMA-REST-NMS].

4. Non-CPM Objects

Non-CPM objects are as defined in [OMA-CPM-MSG].

Furthermore, this present standard defines Legacy SMS, Legacy MMS, and Call List Entry messages.

4. Legacy SMS Object

A legacy SMS object contains the relevant information about an SMS message.

The legacy SMS object is a message object as defined in section 5.3.1“Message Object”, therefore all the fields and attributes defined for the message object SHALL apply also for the legacy SMS, with the additional clarifications and differences given in Table below.

A legacy SMS object MUST have exactly one payload part, of type text/plain.
