7.1.1.3 [bookmark: _Ref268777064][bookmark: _Ref388533509]CPIM Handling of Received CPM Standalone Messages and SIP IMDNs
When a CPM Client has received a CPM Standalone Message or a SIP IMDN (via SIP MESSAGE request), the CPM Client SHALL check the CPIM body of the SIP MESSAGE request, or of the MSRP SEND of a Large Message Mode CPM Standalone Message:
1. SHALL check the Content-Disposition header field of the CPIM message. If there is a value in the header field, the terminating CPM Client SHALL follow the value;
2. If the body includes references to content external to the message having the Content-Type: message/external-body; the CPM Client SHALL treat them according to rules and procedures in [RFC4483];
3. If the service provider policy is to support direct delivery procedure for the originating CPM Message, the CPM Client SHALL check the CPIM Message-Direction header field presence, as follows:
a. If CPIM Message-Direction header field is not present, continue with step 4;
b. If CPIM Message-Direction header field is present and set to the value “sent” in the CPIM wrapper of the payload. The CPM client shall check the following:
i. In case of CPIM Standalone Message is generated by the same user from another device; the Request-URI is set the same registered CPM Client’s identity, which is either its public GRUU (if supported) or its CPM User’s Address;
ii. If public GRUU is not supported, then CPM Client SHALL check Accept-Contact header carrying the +sip.instance parameter and the instance identifier value of the same CPM User’s Client’s, as well as the tags “explicit” and “require” as defined in [RCS3841], the CPM Client SHALL ignore step 4;
iii. The CPM client should ignore the IMDN headers in CPIM in this case;
4. If the Content-Type inside the CPIM message is not set to “message/imdn+xml” as specified in [RFC5438], then the CPM Client SHALL check the IMDN headers to determine whether the incoming CPM Standalone Message contains the request for disposition notifications. If true, the CPM Client SHALL send a disposition notification as described in:
4. section 5.4.1 “Generate Delivery Notification”, if a delivery notification was requested; 
4. section 5.4.2  “Generate Read Report”, if a display notification was requested and the message was displayed to the CPM User;
5. If the Content-Type of the CPIM message is set to “message/imdn+xml” as specified in [RFC5438], then the CPM Client SHALL handle the received IMDN notification based on the type of the notification received in the body:
a. If the IMDN notification contains a delivery notification, the CPM Client SHALL handle it as described in section 5.4.3 “Receive Delivery Notification”;
b. If the IMDN notification contains an interworking notification, the CPM Client SHALL handle it as described in section 5.4.7 “Receive Interworking Notification”; 
c. If the IMDN notification contains a display notification, the CPM Client SHALL handle it as described in section 5.4.4 “Receive Read Report”.
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
